COATES CHAPEL & GARDENS, URSULINE CAMPUS

The century-old French Chapel and lovely garden under grand pecan trees, a fountain, a large Gazebo — all
combine to create a lush, serene setting perfect for celebrations and special occasions.

The cornerstone for the Chapel, now deconsecrated, was laid in 1867. French-trained architect Francois
Giraud drew on the Gothic style for his design, using wood and limestone. Much of the Chapel's
woodwork, walls and stained glass are original. The soaring ceilings and magnificent chandelier create a
majestic atmosphere for your special occasion. The versatile indoor space can be configured for as few
as 50 or as many as 300.

The Convent and River Gardens feature limestone paved patios and walkways, a generously sized
Gazebo, lush greenery and a canopy of shade trees. Add an extra dimension by having your guests
arrive by river barge. The Gardens can accommodate up to 500 guests. (Events exceeding 500 guests
require written approval from the SSAC President.)

The rates listed below apply to rental of the Coates Chapel, which includes the McNutt Convent and River
Gardens and use of the Bride’s room and catering kitchen.

Special daytime rates may be available for events that end prior to 3:00P, Monday through Thursday.

An additional 5% Historic Preservation fee will be charged to help maintain our site, a designated Texas
Historic Landmark, listed on the National Registry of Historic Places

COPPER KITCHEN DINING HALL, URSULINE CAMPUS

Limestone walls, high ceilings, burnished wooden tables and art on the walls add a warm ambience to the
intimate space of the Copper Kitchen dining hall. Formerly the original dining refractory of the old Ursuline

Academy, this area provides a setting for small gatherings and can accommodate 25 — 80 guests.

Rental Fee: $500

RUSSELL HILL ROGERS LECTURE HALL AND PATIO, NAVARRO CAMPUS

The contemporary space of the Russell Hill Rogers Lecture Hall offers a sophisticated setting for
business meetings, conferences or receptions. An ever-changing exhibition of artwork often fills the
walls. The Lecture Hall opens onto a shaded brick patio and can accommodate 25 — 100 quests.

Rental Fee: $500
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POLICIES

e Security is an additional charge of $27 an hour per security officer. One security officer for every
100 guests is required. The security fee is charged for all rentals, commencing 30 minutes prior to
and until 30 minutes after the event.

¢ A non-refundable deposit of ¥z the rental rate is required to reserve a specific date.

e A caterer from the SSAC Approved Caterers List (see below) must provide food and beverages
for all events.

e Fund raising events are not permitted.
e The Southwest School of Art and Craft's parking lot cannot be reserved.

Rental Manager.

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What is the chapel capacity?
200 for formal dinning / 300 for a non-seated buffet.

Who may provide alcohol?
It must be an approved TABC licensed alcohol server provided by your caterer. You may not bring
your own.

Can | have an open flame in the chapel?
No

What are the provisions for tables and chairs?
Tables and chairs are usually provided by the Caterer.

What is the electrical capacity of the chapel?
Power in the Chapel is limited to multiple 120-volt/20 amp circuits.

Is my deposit refundable?
No — no exceptions.

May | change my reservation date?
No — no exceptions.

Can anyone perform wedding services?
Yes, the Chapel is now deconsecrated and is available to any denomination. However, for Catholic
service we suggest you contact the Archdioceses of San Antonio office at 734-2620.
